January-March

· Attend College Preview Night – Owens CC 
· Review procedures for PSO – Post Secondary Enrollment Options Program
April-June
· Take the ACT, SAT I and/or SAT II

· Register to attend college summer programs for high school students

· Schedule campus visits and interviews for summer and fall
Summer
· Register with the NCAA Clearinghouse if you wish to play sports in college

· Participate in activities that enhance a college resume – volunteering/career related

· Visit colleges

· Narrow choices to 4 – 6 potential colleges ( 2 safety, 2 likely, 2 reach)

· Begin working on your college essays

· Send for college applications (often available online)

· Begin completing college applications – especially for state universities
· Organize an application folder for each college

Twelfth Grade

September-October

· Register for ACT or SAT if you plan to retest. Check test date deadlines.
Register at www.actstudent.org

· Visit colleges. Watch for announcements about bus trips to UT and BGSU.
· Register with the NCAA Clearinghouse if you wish to play sports in college.

· Attend college representative sessions at school and area college fairs. Students may sign up in the guidance office to speak to reps visiting RHS. A schedule of rep visits will be posted outside the guidance office.
· Search for scholarships including academic, sports, and/or activity scholarships. Visit the Guidance webpage for names of reputable scholarship search engines.
· Attend the Senior College Kick-Off 

· Complete college applications  (Note application deadlines)
· Submit applications to guidance office-two weeks prior to application deadline!
· If needed, continue to prep for the OGT.  No student can graduate without passing all five sections of the Ohio Graduation Test.

November-December

· Complete college application process. Scholarships are often dependent on completing applications by the given due dates!
· Obtain financial aid forms from guidance office and college admissions offices.
· Complete ACT testing for four-year colleges. 
January-February

· Attend College Night/Financial Aid presentations 

· Complete financial aid forms, including FAFSA.
It is important to meet FAFSA deadlines for the colleges you apply for. Check these deadlines carefully.

· Continue to search for scholarships. 
· Watch for local scholarship apps available in late January

March-June

· By May 1st, notify colleges of your final decision on attendance

· Submit copies of college acceptances and scholarship awards to guidance office

· Notify guidance office of the college you have chosen to attend
